The Geneva International Film Festival (GIFF, November 4 - 13') is making its return with a
collaboration with the traveling program, GIFF Unlimited. Two major events in Switzerland
dedicated to the digital world are being added to the GIFF programs. In September, the Festival
will join forces with digitalswitzerland to coincide with the Swiss Digital Days (September 29*),
bringing its VR Museum to the Plaine de Plainpalais in Geneva and offering an immersion into
the history of art through the prism of virtual reality.
